4) The Project Vicinity Map must show sufficient detail to allow the CRABoard to locate the project and its’ limits.

5) The County Engineer and the appropriate County Official must sign the Final Prospectus sheet and mail the hard copy by September 1, 2008.

6) The Project Narrative should include a brief history of why the project is being submitted for RAP consideration and what specific deficiencies will be improved (existing vs proposed), namely:

7) Rating points can be claimed only for substandard conditions that the proposed project will correct.  Clear indication must be made for features that will not be improved to full design standards and that a deviation will be pursued (via WSDOT) if the project is not designated 3R.  Design Standards are those contained in the Local Agency Guidelines.  The total geometric points claimed are scaled in the worksheets to reflect the percent of design standard that the project will be improved to.  Therefore, all deficient alignment sections must be listed.
8) The Final Project Prospectus and worksheets shall be submitted to the CRAB office no later than September 1st of even numbered years.

WAC 136-130-080 – “Limitation on Rating Points” states: 


�For purposes of the RAP project prospectus submitted to the County Road Administration Board, geometric condition points shall be assigned only for those conditions which will be corrected by construction of the project.
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
