Rural Arterial Program Issues Review 

 

 

Kittitas County, per their letter dated May 

23, 2012, has requested a scope change 

for the RATA funded Westside Road project.  

The request is to revise the project limits 

from MP 1.98 -5.81 to MP 2.19 – 6.02 with no 

change in RATA funding.   

 

Background: 

The Westside Road project was submitted 

by the county on September 1, 2006 

requesting $3,800,000 in RATA funds. The 

funding limit for Kittitas County in the ’07–’09 

biennium was $2,000,000 due to the large 

amount of turn-back funds that were 

available to the region at that time. Most of 

the $2,000,000 was assigned to the county’s 

(at that time) partially funded Nelson Siding 

Road.  Since that time, the project has 

gained funding in parts due to regional 

county funding limits in the following 

sequence: 

 
April 19, 2007, initial funding  $700,000 

April 16, 2009    $846,500 

March 26, 2010   $900,000 

’11-’13 Biennium   $  0 

Total funding to date:            $2,446,500 

 

Remaining funding to $1,353,500 is 

anticipated next April.  The current 

estimated cost of the project is $4,097,300. 

The project is scheduled for construction in 

2015, 8 years after approval due to 

CRABoard delaying of projects in 2009.  

 

Scope Change Details: 

The east end project limit is defined in the 

RAP prospectus as occurring at Mohar 

Road, milepost 1.98. During the project 

design/location process, the county has 

discovered that full prospectus 

improvements had been accomplished 

well back of Mohar Road and extending 

through the Mohar Road intersection to 

milepost 2.19.  The county requests that 

since this initial section of the project meets 

all prospectus requirements the project 

beginning be changed to MP 2.19.  

 

Kittitas County further requested that the 

project limits be extended to MP 6.02 at the 

west end. The county notes that extending 

the project from milepost 5.81 to 6.02 will 

allow them to improve the width surfacing 

and alignment deficiencies that are 

present from the original end milepost limit 

to the end of an existing bridge.   

 

Staff Analysis and Recommendation: 

Staff has reviewed the project site and finds 

the proposed change in project limits has 

no effect on the project ranking, since the 

total length is the same, and the added 

roadway has the same deficiencies as the 

original (shortened) 3.62 miles.  Staff 

recommends that the milepost limits for 

Westside Road be revised to 2.19 to 6.02 

with no change in funding.
