Decreases are made by road levy diversions, a board resolution that diverts tax dollars to the current expense fund, and road
levy shifts, which transfer revenue capacity from the county road levy to the current expense levy as a part of the annual levy of
taxes. Currently, road levy diversions can only be used for traffic law inforcement purposes in order to maintain Rural Aterial
Program (RAP) eligibility.
